Jay Serdula 
My name is Jay Serdula.  I was diagnosed with Aspergerôs Syndrome at the age of 26.  This 
knowledge did not change my life in any noticeable way.  For years, I was afraid to tell people that I 
had Aspergerôs Syndrome because I thought theyôd view me as ñhandicappedò.  I thought my best 
chance to avoid standing out was to bluff, learn the rules of social etiquette as best I could, and try to 
appear ñnormalò. 
 
At the time, very little was known about Aspergerôs Syndrome and most people hadnôt heard of 
it.  Even in the best case scenario, telling people that I had Aspergerôs Syndrome wouldnôt have 
helped unless I was willing to go into a detailed explanation of what it is. I used to be reluctant to 
explain to people how the syndrome affects me.      
 
I became much more open to sharing how Aspergerôs Syndrome has influenced my life after I decided 
to swim across Lake Ontario as a fundraiser for Aspergerôs in 2006. I completed the swim across Lake 
Ontario in July 2008.  It took me 41 hours ï without stopping ï but I made it.   Solo Swims of Ontario 
Inc., the organization which oversees all marathon swims and ensures the safety of the swimmer and 
the boat crew, stipulates that the swimmer must not get out of the water or touch a boat or be helped 
by another swimmer or any flotation aids during the swim in order to qualify as a completed swim. 
 
My swim not only raised awareness about Aspergerôs Syndrome, but  it demonstrated the remarkable 
perseverance possessed by many people with Aspergerôs Syndrome. I believe that when people find 
out about my swim they want to learn more about Asperger's, and this knowledge helps to expel the 
myth that all Aspies are handicapped. 
 
I have written a book titled The Ambition of an Aspie ï a stroke by stroke account of one manôs swim 
across Lake Ontario. The book includes details about my thoughts on Aspergerôs Syndrome, a 
structured narrative of how I became an athlete, the story of my two years of training before the swim 
and the actual crossing of the lake, and how this feat has changed my life.  Eight pages of colour 
photos give the reader further insight into the trials and triumphs that this swim presented for me and 
my crew of supporters. 
 
I will talk about my swim, share details about how Aspergerôs Syndrome affects my life, and outline 
some of my strategies for dealing with these challenges. I will show slides of my Lake Ontario crossing 
during my talk."  My presentation will take place at the ACA Office, 174 3359 27th Street NE.
