In her final year there, she was chosen 
to act as chief resident. Dr. Edwards has presented numerous times on biomedical treatments for 
autism across Ontario and in Saskatchewan. She credits biomedical interventions as an important part 
of the treatment regime which helped her own son recover from his autism.
